

Set Up

This is an activity on setting up the electric guitar prior to intonation.  This activity uses the Guitar Set Up PowerPoint.  Setting up the electric guitar involves adjusting some of the hardware of the guitar and making fine adjustments to the entire instrument.  After strings are installed, you will need to adjust the neck, string height and saddle position to complete the setup.   

Learning Objectives:


1. Students will be able to read and follow instructions. (See Guitar_Set Up PowerPoint on website)
2. Students will differentiate between a properly set up guitar and a poorly set up guitar.
3. Students will be able to measure from .010 - .080.
4. Students will be able to identify causes of “fret buzz”.
